2. JUSTIFICACIÓN
	This advanced pronunciation course is designed for students who are already familiar with the English Sound System and want to expand their skills in correctly applying the supra segmental features of the English language on a practical fashion for the sake of better communication. The course will provide a review of the sound system, major stress and intonation patterns previously introduced. The lessons will focus on identifying and using accented speech sounds, blending, linking strategies and other features as stress, rhythm and intonation of spoken language which contribute to communication. 



3. PROPÓSITOS DE FORMACIÓN
	This course provides students with the strategies and foundations to improve their pronunciation and effectively communicate in different situations. 
Course Goal. By the end of this course, the students will demonstrate understanding of phonetical and phonological concepts and their importance for intelligible, fluent and, accurate pronunciation in oral interaction.



4. COMPETENCIAS ESPECIFICAS Y TRANSVERSALES

	By the end of this course students should be able to:
· Discriminate all English sounds in isolation and in combination to achieve communication purposes.
· Produce all English sounds in isolation and in combination to communicate.
· Identify special pronunciation patterns regarding stress, intonation, and rhythm.
· Produce the basic stress, intonation and rhythm patterns according to a specific context.
· Recognize general and individual pronunciation problems in everyday oral interaction.
· Speak with intelligible pronunciation in short and longer communicative situations. 
· Show respect and tolerance towards individual differences, classmates ‘opinions and contributions in the language classroom, facilitating collaborative work.
· Use asynchronous apps, webpages, and software available as a tool for the development of  pronunciation sub-skills.



5. LEARNING OUTCOMES
	
By the end of the course, students will:
· Produce smooth and accurate pronunciation in different communicative exchanges to easily interact with native and non-native speakers.
· Use accurate pronunciation chunks of language in formal and informal settings with a reduced accent. 
·  Produce accurate and fluent patterns to show special meaning, such as surprise, anger, implied criticism or emphasis.
· Use patterns typical of genres, such as songs and poems
· Produce accurate intonation, rhythm, and stress in sentences in narratives, stories, anecdotes, and news.
·   Link words naturally in short and long phrases and sentences. 



6. COURSE CONTENT
	Unit 1: Review of segmental features of pronunciation (vowel /consonant clusters).
Unit 2: Common pronunciation errors and their effect on interpersonal communications.
Unit 3: Discourse and intonation - Predicting intonation (tones-tonic syllables).
Unit 4: Intonation in managing conversation.
Unit 5: Features of fluent speech (linking sounds-contracted forms-ellipsis-juncture).
Unit 6: Fluency vs. accuracy.
Unit 7: Strategies for accent reduction



7. ESTRATEGIAS METODOLÓGICAS
	The instructor will facilitate learners the necessary tools for active engagement in the class and serve as model for the students to produce fluent and accurate pronunciation. Thus, learners will be guided, observed and evaluated during class activities. Whole and small group instruction (collaborative work) will be combined, providing general and individual assistance as well as corrective feedback, in which teachers and students correct pronunciation mistakes. Likewise, a selection of different goal -oriented tasks will allow for spontaneous production of the language.  Moreover, learners will be encouraged to monitor their own progress on a regular basis (self-directed learning) by using asynchronous apps, webpages, and software that allow them to be in constant practice of the phonetic and pronunciation concepts. 


8. ACTIVIDADES Y PRÁCTICAS

	Students will participate in different types of activities, such as basic spontaneous conversations, debates, article writing online, comments on their partner’s work, provision of feedback, monitoring, role-plays, simulations, oral presentations, interview reports, listening to authentic podcasts or movies and, solving TOEFL reading and listening exercises. to generate group-work or collaborative-work activities. Students will use high -interest themes to integrate language skills and out of class assignments.
